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HA-Proxy on RouterOS7

prerequisites

you need:
an external disk on the USB port
the containers plugin on RouterOS7

network connections

There are several ways to connect the HA-Proxy container to the network, here we chose to give it its
own IP.

follow the instructions to create a virtual network interface with IP and connection to the desired
VLAN.

Persistent volumes

For the persistent volume of the container we create a directory

Start by creating the config file on your workstation, vi haproxy.cfg, add the following content for
a test to the website at 10.100.10.103
